Improving WWA’s Involvement in Legislative and Regulatory Affairs:

We need to improve WWA’s recognition to the legislative and regulatory officials so that they understand who we are and look to us as an authority on issues that impact the water industry.  To that end the following sort term actions are being developed:
1. Develop a letter to be sent by member utilities and current WWA board members to their respective legislators, to members of the Senate’s Committee on Transportation, Tourism, Forestry, and Natural Resources), and to members of the Assembly’s Committee on Natural Resources Follow up with meeting WWA leadership and key legislative officials.  Most likely the leaders of the listed committees.
